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Baking
Our baking class with Kim (a Canadian visitor) went well. At first, only few kids wanted to join the class, but the next day many more joined. Soon so many joined they needed to be divided into four groups! They learned how to make cinnamon rolls, and muffins using local vegetables. Some students were surprised that vegetables could be used to make muffins.
The students who live in the village also came for the baking class. Their favourite part was enjoying the muffins and cinnamon rolls together.
This baking class is only short-term, but we want the kids to learn something new and have another experience, which will be useful for them in the future. This baking class also gave them an opportunity to practice their English with a native speaker.

A lot of learning takes place at the Sumba Mission compound. While we strive for academic excellence at Rehoboth Christian School, we are also aware of the need to teach the students essential life skills. We believe that vocational training gives our students a unique advantage and a sense of creative independence.
Gardening
There is very little topsoil in the area around the home and so our gardening project began by carrying rich, black soil up from the valley. Groups of students and their teachers are responsible to plant, water, weed and harvest their part of the gardens.  Crops include vegetables, tomatoes, corn, cassava and sweet potatoes.
Livestock
Other students are responsible to feed and care for the animals that are kept for meat.  There are cows, pigs, goats, chickens, laying hens and catfish.  Along with Yandrus, some of the boys built the chicken coop as well as fences to keep the animals out of the gardens.

Teachers needing sponsors
Sekolah Kristen Rehobot is a Christian School that strives for educational excellence and practical skills development. Approximately 300 students are enrolled from Preschool to Grade 9.
There are 24 teaching staff at the school. Due to recent government cost-saving measures, the teachers’ salaries, which used to be partially paid by the government, must now be paid by the mission. The average monthly wage per teacher is $190 CAN.  
Parents who send their children to the school are very poor and cannot afford to pay for tuition. Some parents are so poor that their children arrive at school without breakfast or lunch, so the school provides a meal for them.
All the teachers at Sekolah Kristen Rehobot have been trained at a Christian teachers’ college and incorporate God’s Word and a Christian worldview into the subjects they teach.
The students from the school generally score high on national tests and show good study habits.

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 Meet Arlando (left on the photo above)!  He came from Manuk, a very remote village—so remote that his home cannot be reached even by motorbike. He was brought to the children’s home because his mother was ill, and his father had left them.
He arrived at the children’s home when he was just one month old, suffering from a cleft lip and cleft palate. He was undernourished and very weak. His stomach could not produce a certain enzyme, so he required special, very expensive milk. Due to his health challenges, Arlando spent most of his first year in the hospital. 
When he turned one, we took him to Bali for surgery to repair his cleft lip and cleft palate. After the operation, Arlando began to grow well and is now much healthier. We thank God for blessing the treatments and procedures. 
Today, Arlando is a happy, healthy three-year-old.  He is one of several children in the home with special needs.  Arland is autistic and can only say a few words. Most of his communication is done by pointing and gestures.  He laughs and cries and likes to hug the other children.
We believe God brought Arland to us and that He knows and cares deeply for him.  We pray that God will bless Arlando so that he may come to know and worship Him.
